Participants must be high school students who are at least 15 years of age and have at least 9 months left before graduation at the time of application. Good English skills are required. The program is fully funded by the United States Embassy to Bosnia and Herzegovina. Three teachers and eighteen students from Brčko, Zenica and Livno will be selected to participate.
